Intended use

This appliance is a grill spit for outdoor
use. It is an accessory for the Carbon
gas grill series for grilling and frying
food in private environments.

The appliance is not intended for com-
mercial use.

Any other use or modification to the ap-
pliance is considered as improper use
and could cause considerable dangers.
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Please read this user manual
carefully and keep it for further
reference.

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SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

Read the instructions before using the appliance. Failure to follow the safety
instructions in this user manual may result in electric shock, serious bodily
injury, or in damage to property.

- Make sure to follow the safety in-

structions of your gas grill.

- This appliance can be used by chil-

dren aged from 8 years and above
and persons with reduced physical,
sensory or mental capabilities or
lack of experience and knowledge if
they have been given supervision or
instruction concerning use of the ap-
pliance in a safe way and understand
the hazards involved. Children shall
not play with the appliance. Children
must not clean or maintain the de-
vice unless they are supervised and
are over the age of 8.

- Keep the appliance and its cord

out of reach of children less than
8 years.

- If the appliance’s power cable is

damaged, the manufacturer or a
similarly qualified individual must
replace it in order to prevent any
hazards.

- Never pull the plug on the cable or

out of the socket when you have wet
hands.

- Switch off the appliance and dis-

connect the mains plug in case of
faults during use, before cleaning
or moving the appliance, and after
use.

- Line the power cord, and, if re-

quired, the extension cord so that
it will not be pulled or present a
tripping hazard.

- Never put the appliance or the plug

into water or any other liquid.

- Never carry or pull the appliance

by the power cable. Do not pull the

power cable over sharp edges. Do
not clamp or bend the cable.

- The power cable must be regularly

inspected for signs of damage and,
if the power cable is damaged, the
appliance may no longer be used.

- The appliance must be supplied

with a rated residual current of no
more than 30 mA via a residual cur-
rent device (FI/RCD; Al < 30 mA).

- Plug the appliance only in an

earthed outlet meeting the require-
ments mentioned on the rating
plate.

- Do not leave the appliance unat-

tended when switched on or still
hot.

- ‘The appliance is not intended to be

operated by means of an external
timer or separate remote-control
system.

- The temperature of accessible

surfaces may be dangerously high
when the appliance is operating.

- Never allow the extension lead or

power cord to be in touch with hot
parts.

- Clean the appliance after each use.

Do not clean or store the appliance
before it has cooled down.

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Usage

CAUTION

Use oven mitts to avoid burns and
splatters. Use protective gloves
when handling hot components.

1. Remove the grill spit before heating
up the grill. Use protective gloves.

2. Unscrew and remove the fork on the
motor side of the spit.

3. Take care to centre the grillables

on the spit. Otherwise the grill spit
would speed up, when the heavier
side turns downward.

4. Re-attach the second fork and fix its

wing bolt.
5. Mount the grill spit onto the motor
and support. Use protective gloves.

6. To keep the handle from heating up,

you may unscrew it before grilling.
7. EU-plug (10247389)

Swiss-plug (10247390):

Plug the power cord into a suitable

wall socket.

8. Turn on the motor.
9. Make sure that the grillables are

sufficiently heated (e.g. with a roast
thermometer) before removing
them from the grill.

power cord. Use protective gloves
when removing the spit from the
grill. Screw the handle to the open
end of the grill spit. Lift the spit at
the handle and by its motor from
the support. Keep the motor pushed
against the spit.

Make sure nobody gets injured by
the hot grill spit or dropping gravy.
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Care and maintenance

Make sure the appliance has cooled
down and is switched off. Pull plug

CAUTION

before maintenance.

0 Rinse the grill spit and the forks after
every use thoroughly with a dishwash-

ing detergent, that is suitable for con-

If the motor housing needs cleaning,

wipe it with a soft damp cloth. A mild
detergent can be used but nothing like
alcohol, petrol or other cleaning agents.

Never use caustic agents to clean plas-

tic parts.
